When Bobby Bowden went to FSU, he 
had the “we’ll play anyone, anytime, 
anyplace” mentality, to showcase and 
build the program. With 388 wins, 28 
consecutive bowl appearances and 2 
national championships, we believe it’s 
safe to say, “mission accomplished”. 

We have placed UCLA from the Pac-10 in the EagleBank Bowl played at RFK Stadium, however if Army beats Navy on December 12th, the Black Knights will take the place of the Bruins due to an existing contractual agreement.
